Activity 2.2 Managing information overload during orientation
 
Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create a gateway. Add students to the user group. The default settings do not need to be changed for this activity. 
· Add mentors to the tutor group, using manage tutor group if the cohort is large.
· In gateway resources add a gateway blog, and call it ‘Orientation FAQs’. Use the description field to describe the purpose of the blog. Set the options to view only unless you want learners to be able to post new questions to the blog.
During the activity: 
· In the face-to-face workshop, show the learners how to access and complete an activity record, explaining what the expectations are for content, style and length and which activities they need to record.
· Show the learners how to send the activity to a gateway.
· Monitor assets published to the gateway. Use the column headings to organise the assets by published date or by learner. Give feedback to students.
	Common issues or questions can be added to the gateway blog and hints or tips arising can be sent as group messages. 

Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context 
· Log onto PebblePad. 
· Select create new.
· Select activity and complete the activity specified by your mentor. You will need to create a new activity for each event your mentor wants you to engage with. You can choose to record all of the events you go to but only send the required ones to the gateway.
· To edit an activity, go to view and my assets. Select the activity and edit. 
· Once completed, send the activity to the gateway. You will not be able to see your peers’ activities, only your own. 
· Keep an eye on your assets in your asset store – if they turn bold it is because some feedback has been added by your mentor.
· Your mentor will give you feedback on your activity record. 
· Your course team has created a group blog that you can use if you have a question about the process. This can be viewed by going to view, gateway and then selecting gateway resources. The blog is called ‘Orientation FAQs’ (frequently asked questions). You may have permission to add a question, if not, email your question to your mentor and the answer will appear on the blog as soon as possible.
· Once orientation is over you might like to return to your activity records to remind yourself how you felt and what you learned during your first days at university.
