Activity 8.1: Self and peer critique of treatment plans

Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create a gateway.  Add the students to the user group. The default permissions do not need to be changed for this activity. 
· On the gateway settings, set a date when you want the gateway to lock. 
· In form builder, create a self assessment form, using the assessment criteria as the basis for your fields. Remember to add a field for a grade.
· In form builder, copy the self assessment form, and rename the copy ‘peer assessment’. You may need to edit the instructions to make the form relevant to the audience.
· In form builder create a third form that is a reflection on the peer assessment process. Questions can include the following:
· What did you find the most difficult aspect of participating in the peer assessment process?
· What do you see the advantages of peer assessment for eportfolio assessment could be? 
· What do you think the limitations are? 
· Do you think that participating in the peer assessment process has helped you understand the assessment criteria? 
· Do you think that it is difficult to give feedback to a peer? Why or why not? 
· What role does your relationship with your peer (e.g. friendship) play in this process with regard to being able to be objective? 
· Was any of the feedback provided by your peer unexpected? 
· Did you think that the assessment was indicative of the current quality of your eportfolio? 
· Do you think that students should take part in assessing their peers? 
· Did you feel comfortable assessing your peer? 
· How do you plan to implement the suggestions made in this feedback session?
Publish all forms to the gateway.
During the activity:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Grade and give feedback to the eportfolio submissions once the assignment due date has passed. You will need to give a rationale for the grade you have awarded, particularly if it is substantially different from the grade the student and their peer have awarded.
· Remember to release the grades and feedback when all marking has been completed. 

Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context. 
· Log onto PebblePad.
· In create new, more, select webfolio. You will be creating your eportfolio in the webfolio asset for the duration of the semester. 
· In class after working on your treatment plans, send your webfolio with comment permissions to a nominated peer for formative feedback. 
· When a peer shares her webfolio with you, comment on her work, using the assessment criteria as a guideline.
· Your tutor will tell you which nominated peer’s work you will be assessing formally at the end of the semester. When you have been told who is your nominated peer, send your webfolio to them. 
· When you receive your nominated peer’s webfolio, and after having read it, go to create new and select form. Choose the peer assessment form. Complete this for your peer, remembering to add a grade, and send it to them with copy permissions. 
· You will need to add both your assessment of your peer’s work and the assessment of your work from your nominated peer to your webfolio. Do this by clicking on view, selecting the webfolio and then add your pages, add item. Repeat this step for each form. Do not alter the form that contains the assessment of your work. 
· When the assignment due date draws near, go to create new and form. Select the self assessment form. Read your webfolio carefully and identify where and how you meet the assessment criteria. Remember to add a grade. Complete the self assessment and then, in your webfolio, add the self assessment form as a page to the webfolio.
· Repeat this last step for your reflection on the peer assessment process.
· To submit your webfolio to the gateway for assessment check that your webfolio includes:
a) A copy of the assessment your nominated peer has sent to you.
b) Your assessment of your nominated peer’s work.
c) Your self assessment.
d) Your reflection on the peer assessment process.
· When you have all these as pages in your webfolio, send the webfolio to the gateway.
· You will receive email notification when your tutor has graded and given feedback on your work.
